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Of all the Agenda items, only 30
actually passed. Sixteen failed, and 21
had no action taken on them. There
were several that might have an effect
on individuals in Virginia. Of those,
the ones dealing with equipment
changes are as follows:

1. page-32, ArticleIl, section-a, para-new 3
will read:

The maximum peak bow weight allowed in
NFAA competition shall be 80 Ibs.

2. page-34, Article-Il, section-e, para-6 will
read:

No clickers, drawchecks, or levels will be
allowed. No lamination, marks, or blemishes
may appear in the sight window or riser face
above grip.

3. page-35, Article-l, section-e, para-15 will
read:

Arrows must be equipped with a minimum

“of 100 grain point assembly(s). This means the
point and its components must weigh a mini-
mum of 100 grains or, if an insert is required to
attach the point to the arrow, the point, its com-
ponents and insert must weigh a minimum of
100 grains, and the assembly must be removable
for verification.

4. page-37, Article-1l, section-h will read:

1. This style of shooting is for those who
wish to compete with the Recurve or
Longbow.

2. No device of any kind, including arrow
rest, that can be used for sighting will
be used or attached to the archers’
equipment.

3. There shall be no device, mechanical
or otherwise, in the sight window
except the arrow rest, arrow plate or
plunger button.

4. No patt of the rest or arrow plate may
extend more than 1/4 inch above the
arrow.

5. No clickers, drawchecks or levels will
be allowed. No lamination, marks or
blemishes on the face of the bow in
the sight window will be legal.

NFAA Director’s Report

6. The string may be of any color but
must have a single color center serving.
One single nocking point is permitted.
One or two nock locators may be used.
Brush buttons and string silencers,
properly placed may be used. Any
other marks or string attachments will
be illegal.

7. One anchor point only is permitted.

8. The archer shall touch the arrow when
nocked and drawing the arrow with
the index finger against the nock.
Finger position may not be changed
during competition.

9. Gloves, tabs or fingers shall be the only
legal releases.

10. Each time an archer shoots a round, all
arrows shall be identical in length,
weight, diameter and fletching with
allowance for wear and tear.

11. No stabilizer or counter balance may
be used.

12. There shall be no restriction on the
bow draw weight. Arrows must have a
minimum of 100 grain points for men
and 100 grain points for women.

13. No written memorandum will be
allowed.

14. Bowslings are permissible.

NOTE OF INTEREST:

All RIC rulings for this style of shooting that
are in conflict with these new rules shall be
rescinded.

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The 1992 NFAA Annual Meeting
was held February 11 through 16, in
Rapid City, South Dakota. The NFAA
had 19,694 total members in 1992.
California led the other State
Associations with 2,897 NFAA mem-
bers. Florida followed with 1,139
NFAA members and Virginia with
1,084 NFAA members. New York had
1,057 NFAA members.

NOTE OF INTEREST: California
and Florida both have 100% NFAA
membership within their states.

Actually, there are only 5 states
that do not have 100% NFAA mem-
bership within their states.

This is directed to those VBA mem-
bers who do not belong to the NFAA.
The NFAA is more than a target shoot-
ing organization. I have heard it
explained to new members that the
only reason for joining the NFAA and
the VBA is so that you will be able to
shoot in all Shoots in Virginia. While

ﬂis is a true statement, it is certainly
: the only reason. In my estimation,
s not even the most important rea-
son. The day will come when the anti-
hunter organizations take a look at
Virginia and decide to attack our hunt-
ing privileges. When this happens, we
will all need to be part of a greater
Organization, ready and capable to
help in defending our heritage. This
organization is the NFAA. Instead of
waiting until it is too late, and trying to
put the blame on someone else as to
why you are not allowed to bow hunt
in Virginia, get up off your butts, and
put your support behind the NFAA.
Do not wait until tomorrow to do so.
Call your club secretary and make the
commitment NOW! It is your heritage
that is at stake. The NFAA can do only
so much without your support. Call
me, and I will explain in detail the
advantages in being a Member of the
Largest Archery Organization in the
USA.

The biggest topic of interest this
year at the 1992 Annual Meeting, was
the chance of Federation of

ternational Target Archers (FITA)
rognition of the National Field
1fchery Association (NFAA) by the
International Olympic Committee
(10C). This would translate into the
NFAA being the controlling factor in

compound bows in the Olympics. At
this moment, the National Archery
Association (NAA) has this control.
The NAA is now the recognized

of Archery. It has come to the atten-
tion of the NFAA that the compound
bow will be recognized in the
Olympics by 1996, whether in a
demonstration sport or a medal sport.
Since the NAA is the recogmzed
National Governing Body (NGB) of
Archery sports in the United States,
they will have controlling interest of
compound bows in the Olympics. This

does not seem ethical since we, the
NFAA have far more archers in our
organization and far more compound
bow shooters than does the NAA.
Therefore, we, the NFAA, are going to
challenge the NAA as NGB of Archery
Sports in the United States. We can not
go through with the challenge until
after the 1992 Summer Olympics. If
successful with our challenge, we will
be the NGB by the 1996 Olympics. We
will have a voice in how and where the
compound bow will be used and by
whom. By being the NGB we would
also have a controlling interest of a
large amount of money that is rightfully
due us now, as directed by the Amateur
Sports Act of 1978. We would be enti-
tled to use the sports training center in
Colorado for training purposes as well
as meeting facilities.

I was assigned to the FITA
Committee at the Annual Meeting. I
reviewed all the material, which
encompassed about 170 pages. After
about the fourth reading of the materi-
al and numerous conversations with
the other Directors and Councilmen
and with Trigon Sports, who the NFAA

hired, I finally came to the conclusion
that the NFAA could do nothing other
than go forth with the challenge to
become the National Governing Body
of Archery in the United States. When
the time came to present our finding
to the rest of the Board of Directors of
the NFAA, I was given the floor to
express the feelings of the FITA
Committee. I first expressed my reser-
vations about the whole subject.
Anytime something looks too good to
be true, I start looking behind the bush-
es. What I found laid any reservations I
had to rest. I became wholly sold on
the idea of becoming the NGB. I have
heard the concept of putting all of
Archery under one roof. I had never
felt that this could ever be done. That
- is, until now. The NFAA is the natural
tool to unite the Archery factions in the
United States. I took it upon myself to
include Virginia and the Virginia
Bowhunters Association in supporting
the endeavors of the NFAA in becom-
ing the NGB. We might lose the battle,
but we will surely win the war. If we
do not come out of the challenge with
the whole pie, we will at least come
out of it with our fair share.

The time has come for the NFAA to
take its place among the other sports
associations and to be in charge of our
own destiny. If successful with our
challenge this summer, our members
will, at long last, be recognized on the
level they deserve. The time will come
when explaining our sport to a
stranger, and the stranger asks “Do
you have anything to do with the
Olympics?”, we can proudly say, “Yes,
we do. We are the National Governing
Body of Archery in the United States.
We send athletes from our organiza-
tion to the Olympics to compete for
the GOLD.” To me, the recognition
associated with the Olympics out-
weighs the other benefits the NFAA
will get. To be part of an international
organization such as the I0C will lend
credence to any project we would
wish to be part of in the future.

The process we must go through to
get this recognition is not as simple as
some would have us believe.
However, it is not a herculean task
either. There are changes that will
have to be made on the National level,
as well as the State level. The changes
that will be necessary will have abso-

lutely no effect on the basic structure
the NFAA now has. Most of the
changes deal with adding language
that puts the NFAA Constitution and
By-Laws into compliance with the
Amateur Sports Act. It will not change
the relationship the States have had
with the NFAA. Certain parts will
change how grievances will be han-
dled between parties and the NFAA.
One in particular would have saved the
NFAA thousands of dollars had it been
in place a few years back. As a NFAA
member, you will probably not find any
changes that affect you personally.

On the State level, the changes, that
a State Association might want to
make to their own constitution, would
be ones that would allow for the
recurve shooters, who ordinarily do
not shoot in our tournaments, to par-
ticipate in our State shoots. Local
clubs might also want to make the
same changes, if there are enough
shooters in this style in their areas to
justify the added cost. The bottom line
is an increase in membership within
our ranks of recurve shooters who
normally only shoot in FITA Tourna-
ments. At the National, Sectional, and
State levels as well as the local level,
these recurve shooters would follow
the FITA rules for their shooting styles
and divisions, but would shoot in the
same type of tournaments we do.
Again, nothing would change for us
except the addition of another style of
shooting with its own equipment
guidelines.

The result of all of this would be an
organization where compound bow
shooters and recurve bow shooters
would enjoy the same games. For
those people who are shooting the
Traditional style of shooting in the
NFAA, this will not change anything.
The addition of recurve bow styles
does not negate the Traditional style of

shooting. It simply adds another
recurve style of shooting to our list.
Some of - you who shoot
Traditional style might even wan
change over to the recurve style, esp.-
cially the barebow recurve style of
shooting.

If there is a down side to our becom-
ing the National Governing Body of
Archery in the United States, it might
be the illusion that we are leaving the
bowhunters out in the cold. The oppo-
site would be true. By becoming recog-
nized on the international level, our
organization would be privy to busi-
nesses who ordinarily would not give
us the time of day. Sponsorships from
businesses other than Archery-related
would have an easier time dealing with
us because of our international recogni-
tion. The door would open for all sorts
of possibilities.

It cannot be stated too strongly that
this endeavor into the international
arena by no means takes away the
emphasis placed on the Conservation
of our national resources and the
defense of Bowhunter rights. The
NFAA will always be the leader when it
comes to protecting the rights g
Bowhunters. We cannot forget our
itage. The NFAA was born out of anc
by the Bowhunter to practice his sport
in an organized manner. The NFAA will
remain the leader in Conservation mat-
ters. With the added revenue this
would bring to the NFAA, the Bow-
hunter Defense Program would have a
stronger role to play in protecting
What’s Right.

I feel this whole process will make
the NFAA a stronger organization. The
VBA, being a part of the NFAA, will also
become stronger. The winner becomes
anyone who loves the sport of Archery
and who wants to see the entire sport
united. A successful challenge would
pave the road for any Archery
Association to become a member of the
NGB of Archery in the United States.
This could be the best thing that hap-
pened to Archery since Fred Bear. To
proceed any further, I need your sup-
port. The FITA Committee became a
Standing Committee of which I am a
member. It may become necessary as a
member of this committee to go to
other meetings to work out the n%
and bolts. I would appreciate your \
support.

5. Stabilizers are allowed in all but the
TRADITIONAL class. Except in the
OPEN division, they may not extend
over 12" from the back of the bow at
the point of attachment.

6. No range finders, binoculars, or any
other type of distance finding or mag-
nifying device will be allowed on the
range.

7. No notes of any type allowed. If
shooting a slide sight, sight should be
marked ahead of time. ‘

8. The arrow rest must not extend
over 1/4" above the arrow.

9. Sights in all classes except OPEN

.must not extend over 5" from the back

of the bow at the point of attachment.

15. Lighted sights or lights shining
onto sights will be allowed in the
OPEN class only.

16. With exception of the OPEN class,
all arrows which a shooter uses will
have the same color and type of fletch-
ing, nocks, and weigh the same, with
allowances for normal wear and tear.
17. Minimum arrow weight of 6
grains per pound of bow draw weight.

Section IMI-Shooting Rules
The Round

1. A unit shall be 20 targets.

2. A State Championship round shall
be one unit per day for two days. The
VBA Executive committee has the
authority to call a day’s shooting
because of weather.

3. Targets shall be placed no less than
45 degrees from the shooting stake.

4. Targets should be laid out so as to
give a wide variety of distances, with
only four targets over 40 yards, not to

exceed 50 yards. If the Elk target is
used, it may have a maximum distance
of 55 yards, but will count as one of
the four long targets.

5. Cub stakes will be marked red, and
will not exceed 25 yards for any tar-
get.

6. Adult stakes will be marked white
and will also be shot by youths.

7. At no time will adults and cubs
shoot from the same stakes.

8. At the State Championship, no
more than one target will be shot per
shooting stake.

9. At the State Championship, after
shooting is over on Saturday, the
adults stakes will be changed for
Sunday if necessary.

10. Pacing any distance between the
shooting stake and the target is not
allowed at any time.

11. Only one arrow per shooter will
be shot at each target, whether for
score or not.

Procedures
1. At no time will discussions or sig-
nals between any shooter and anyone
else be allowed concerning distances
or targets until after all persons are fin-
ished shooting for the day.
2. The club hosting the shoot will be
responsible for obtaining a bow scale,
having it tested for the prescribed
weight, and testing bows. An allowance
of +2 Ibs. will be given any shooter.
3. When hunting for lost arrows, one
shooter must be left in front of the tar-
get to warn other shooters. No more
than three minutes will be allowed to
look for lost arrows. The search can
continue after the day’s shooting.
4. No shooter will be allowed to prac-
tice or walk a course once it is staked
for the tournament.
5. Shooters will normally shoot in
groups of 4. No group of less than 3
will turn in an official score unless
accompanied by a range official for all
arrows shot.

6. At the State Championship, group
assignments will be made both days.
On the second day, shooters will shoot
with their competition.

Scoring

1. Any arrow cutting through the
scoring line will be scored the higher
value.
2. A hit in the sweet spot will score
10 points.
3. A hit in the vitals will score 8
points.
4. A body hit will score 5 points.
5. Pass throughs will score as a miss.
6. To break ties, the shooter with the
highest number of sweet spot hits will
be the winner. If a tie still exists, a
shoot-off will take place.
7. Scoring will remain the same for
both days.
8. There will be double score keeping
both days. This means that two differ-
ent sets of score cards will be kept by
two different shooters.
9. All shooters in each group will sign
both cards.
10. Each group will have a Target
Captain who will call arrows, and he/she
will assign the two score keepers.
11. Official pictures of the targets
used will be posted at the clubhouse
or practice area for all shooters to
view before the round starts, or an
official picture of the target used will
be posted at the shooting stake of
each target.

Flighting
1. Flighting will take place -after all
score cards are turned in on Saturday.
2. The number of shooters in a flight
will be set at the tournament, with a
maximum of 15 per flight.
3. Three places will be awarded in
each flight, unless there are fewer
than 3 shooters.
4. Flighting will always be by score,
highest to lowest.
