2 cups dried black beans
1 lb. ham hocks
3 tsp. salt, divided
2 Tbsp. safflower oil
1 lb. ground venison
2 cups onion, chopped
1 medium carrot, chopped
1 medium red bell pepper, chopped

1 tsp. salt _;
2 Tbsp. chili powder, or to tltste.:)-.
2 Tbsp. garlic, minced f

2 tsp. cumin, ground
1/2 tsp. red pepper
diced tomato
cheddar cheese, shredded
sour cream

Cover black beans with 2" of water and soak overnight. Drain and trans-
fer to a Dutch oven and add 7 cups of water and ham hocks. Bring to a
boil; reduce heat and simmer for 30 minutes. Add 2 tsp, salt; cover and
cook for 30 minutes, or until beans are soft. Heat oil in a skillet over
medium-high heat; add ground venison and brown, stirring to break up
meat. Add chopped onion, carrot, red bell pepper, salt, chili powder,
garlic, cumin and red pepper to venison and cook for 10 minutes more.
Remove ham hocks. If beans are very soupy, remove one cup of the liq-
uid. Add venison to beans and simmer for 10 minutes. Serve with diced
tomato, cheddar cheese and sour cream. Serves 6.
